The meeting was adjourned at 2.30 pm due to lack of quoram.  The meeting was reconvened at 3.00 pm.

Dr. A.K. Aggarwal, President, welcomed the members to the meeting.  

The following agenda was discussed :-

1. Confirmation of the minutes of the last meeting 

Minutes of the last Council meeting held on 9th February, 2010, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed.

2. Action taken report of minutes of the meeting

Action taken report, which were circulated to all the members, were confirmed.

3. To discuss about CME held on 20th February, 2011 
Dr. Anil Goyal, Chairman, CME Committee briefed the Council about the Inaugural CME.  He stated that Inaugural CME on Managing Common Emergencies was held on 20th February, 2011 (1 pm to 5 pm).  After a brief inauguration by President Dr. A.K. Agarwal and Council members present, CME was attended by >400 Pre-registered delegates were actively involved in content and interactive format till last.  Web cast on Delhi Medical Council gmail.com was seen by 820 doctors.  SMS Medical Quiz was answered by 100 doctors but due to paucity of time, was not as effective as expected.  75 delegates also answered the quiz on paper, 25% of answers given were found to be correct.  The total cost incurred was Rs. 1 lacs (includes lunch, audiovisual, backdrop, reception web cast etc).  The 4 hrs. CD of this programme is prepared and being edited at present.
The Council expressed its appreciation for the work done by the CME Committee and DMC staff for successfully conducted the CME event.  It was further observed that CME Committee members should prepare a CME programme / plan / schedule for convening future CMEs in collaboration with various medical associations.  
4. To discuss cases of medical negligence and unethical conduct
(i) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint no. 690 of Ms. Bhawna Arora r/o. RZ C/114, Dabri Extension (East), New Delhi – 110058, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Bhagat Hospital, D-Block, Janakpuri, Delhi, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father late Gulshan Arora, was confirmed.
(ii) The Order of the Disciplinary Committee in complaint No. 704 of Shri Praveen Kumar Sharma s/o. Shri Madan Mohan Sharma r/o. Block ‘S’, H.No. 16A, Mohan Garden, Uttam Nagar, New Delh – 110059, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of ESI Hospital, Basaidarapur, Delhi (MRD No. 2569), in the treatment administered to his wife late Poonam Sharma, resulting in her death on 29.1.2010, was confirmed.
(iii) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 679 of Mrs. Tanya Mahajan r/o. FD-12, Pitampura, Delhi – 110034, against Dr. Baba Saheb Ambedkar Hospital, was confirmed.
(iv) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 629 of Shri Shamsher Singh r/o. H.No.198, Street Kaba, Village & Post Chhawla, New Delhi – 110071, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Vinay, Dr. Ajay Singh Pundeer and Metro Plus Hospital, in the treatment administered to his father late Om Parkash at Metro Plus Hospital, 85 Old Roshanpura, Chhawla Bus Stand, Main Gurgaon Road, Najafgarh, New Delhi, resulting in his death on 20.5.2007 was taken up for consideration. 
On perusal of the findings of the Executive Committee, the Council observed that the issue of medical negligence, if any, on the part of Dr. Ajay Singh Pundeer needs to be examined, hence, the matter be send back to Executive Committee for re-consideration.
(v) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 661 of Shri Shailendra Chawla r/o 1006, Sector-14, Sonipat – 131001, Haryana, against Jaipur Golden Hospital, in respect of the treatment administered to complainant’s father Shri Prabhu Dayal Chawla at Jaipur Golden Hospital, was confirmed.
The Council observed that since the issues raised in this matter are of vital significance,   Dr. N.P. Singh and Dr. Chander Prakash are requested to prepare an advisory note and place it before the Council in the next meeting so that the same may be deliberated and further necessary action required, may be considered. 

(vi) The Order of the Executive Committee passed in complaint No. 658 against Medical Superintendent, Deen Dayal Upadhayay Hospital, was confirmed.
(vii) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 685 of Dr. K.M. Srivastava r/o. Narain Niwas, 9/37, Vidhyadhar Nagar, Jaipur, Rajasthan, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, in the treatment administered to his son Rahul Mohan Srivastava (EM00032988) at Sir Ganga Ram Hospital, was taken up for consideration.
The Council observed that this case appears to be that of shortcomings in the hospital administration, and not of negligence on part of any particular doctor.  The Executive Committee may, therefore, reconsider its Order and also examine the necessity / requirement of sending the decision of Executive Committee to NABH.  
(viii) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 803 - A representation from Addl. Dy. Commissioner of Police, Police Headquarters, seeking medical opinion in respect of death of Ankush Singh, allegedly due to medical negligence in the treatment administered to late Ankush Singh at Fortis Hospital, Vasant Kunj, was confirmed.
(ix) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 816 of Shri P.L. Juneja, Advocate, Supreme Court of India, A-91, Neeti Bagh, New Delhi – 110049, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Dr. Dogra and Dr. Nitin of AIIMS in the treatment administered to the complainant, was confirmed.
(x) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 839 (an email) of Shri Khalid Mallick r/o. B-104, Mahavir Rachna CBD Belapur New Mumbai, Mumbai against Dr. Aseem Dhall of Escorts Hospital, Okhla Road, New Delhi - 110025, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi, was confirmed.
(xi) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 737 of Shri Ashok Kumar Mishra r/o. House No. 11/622, Najafgarh Road, Bhadurgarh, Haryana against doctors of Ramchand Memorial Hospital, Plot No. 38, Road No. 61, West Punjabi Bagh, New Delhi, was confirmed.
(xii) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 747 of Shri Jitender Kumar r/o. H.No. C-379, Vikaspuri, New Delhi – 110018, forwarded by Medical Council of India, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of Park Hospital, in the treatment administered to complainant’s father at Park Hospital, Tilak Nagar, New Delhi, was confirmed.
(xiii) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 753 of Shri Krishan Lal Bhatia, r/o. 2105, Jawahar Colony, NIT Faridabad, Haryana, forwarded by Directorate of Health Services, alleging medical negligence on the part of doctors of RG Stone –Urology & Laparoscopy Hospital, in the treatment administered to the complainant at RG Stone Urology & Laproscopy Hospital, F-12, East of Kailash, New Delhi – 110065, was confirmed.
(xiv) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 750 of Shri Mukesh Dhawan r/o. 45/6, East Patel Nagar, New Delhi – 110008, forwarded by Police Station Ranjit Nagar, alleging medical negligence on the part of Dr. Indu Khurana of Kailash Nursing Home, 49, South Patel Nagar Market, Near Metro Station, New Delhi – 110008, in the treatment administered to the complainant’s wife Pallavi Dhawan, was confirmed.
(xv) The Order of the Executive Committee in complaint No. 727 of Shri D.K. Gupta, Addl. DCP, East Distt., Delhi, alleging professional misconduct on the part of Dr. Surender Pratap Singh of Pushpanjali Hospital, A-15, Pushpanjali, Vikas Marg Extn., Delhi – 110092, in failing to register MLC in respect of death of Rahul Jain s/o. Adesh Jain r/o. 210, Surya Niketan, Delhi, was taken up for consideration.
The Council observed that under the circumstances of this case, by informing the police the doctors discharged their professional obligation, hence in light of the same, was their necessity of initiating a MLC.  The Executive Committee may take note of this observation and re-consider its decision. 
5. To discuss about a representation of Dr. K.K. Aggarwal, Member, Delhi Medical Council, received in the office of Delhi Medical Council on 3rd January, 2011
Due to paucity of time, the matter could not be taken up.  The Council directed that this item should be taken up as first agenda item in the next Council meeting. 

6. To discuss report of Anti Quackery Committee.

(a) The Council directed that reminder be sent to Secretary (Health), Govt. of NCT of Delhi to take an early view, in regard to advertisements published by Delhi Bhartiya Chikitsa Parishad in Times of India dated 23.1.2011, Dainik Hindustan (Hindi) dated 24.1.2011 and The Hindustan Times dated 27.1.2011 wherein it is claimed that medical practitioners of Indian Medicine (Ayurved/Siddha/Unani Tibb) are entitled to practice modern medicine, in light of the legal opinion sent by DMC in respect of this matter.

(b) The Council also directed that another reminder be sent to Directorate of Health Services regarding Council’s strong objection to individuals who obtain qualification in system of medicine other than modern scientific system of medicine and are undergoing internship / clinical training at Delhi Govt. Hospital were treatment is provided under allopathic system of medicine.  

(c) The Council further directed that a letter be sent to Director Health Services, Govt. of NCT of Delhi requesting the Government to issue directions to all the hospitals and nursing homes restraining the physiotherapists from prefixing the title of “Dr.” to their names. 
7. Any other item with permission of Chair.

The Council expressed its concern at some of its members not regularly attending the Council meeting and directed that this issue be taken up as an agenda item in the next Council meeting.
